AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 24-0203 OF THE GRAND FORKS CITY CODE
RELATING TO MEMBERS AND GENERAL PROVISIONS OF THE EVENTS CENTER
COMMISSION

BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND FORKS,
NORTHDAKOTA, PURSUANT TO THE HOME RULE CHARTER OF THE CITY OF GRAND
FORKS, NORTH DAKOTA, THAT:

SECTION I. AMENDING CLAUSE

Section 24-0203 of the Grand Forks City Code relating to members and general provisions is hereby
amended to provide as follows:

24-0203. - Members and general provisions.

Membership and officers. The events center commission shall consist of seven (7) voting
members and two (2) nonvoting members. Six (6) of the voting members shall be nominated
from the public at large by the mayor and ratified by the city council. One (1) voting member
shall be a member of the city council nominated by the mayor and ratified by the city council.
One (1) nonvoting member shall be a representative of the University of North Dakota,
designated by the president of the University of North Dakota, nominated by the mayor and
ratified by the city council. One (1) nonvoting member shall be a representative of the
Greater Grand Forks Convention and Visitors Bureau designated by the chairperson of the
Grand Forks Convention and Visitors Bureau, nominated by the mayor and ratified by the
city council. The members of the commission shall chose from the voting members
appointed from the public at large to act as a chairperson and vice chairperson.

Terms. Of the members first appointed, three (3) shall be appointed for a term of three (3)
years, two (2) shall be appointed for a term of two (2) years, and two (2) shall be appointed
for a term of one (1) year. At the expiration of such terms, the term of office of their
successor shall be three (3) years. Each member shall continue to serve until the appointment
and qualification of the successor. In the event any subsequent new appointments not filling
an unexpired term are made, the terms of such appointments shall be established by the
mayor prior to city council ratification so as to avoid any more than three (3) membership
terms on the commission expiring in any one (1) year. No members appointed from the
public at large to the commission shall serve on the commission for more than two (2)
consecutive three-year terms from and after January 1, 2010. A member filling an unexpired
term, regardless of the length of such unexpired term, shall not be considered as a "three-year
term" for purposes determining the application of term limits as set forth in this section.

Vacancies. Vacancies in the commission, occurring other than by expiration of term, shall
be filled for the unexpired term by the appointment of the mayor with ratification by the city
council.

Removal. The commission may remove any of its members for inefficiency, neglect of duty,
misconduct in office, or the unexcused absence from three (3) consecutive meetings of the
commission.

Compensation. Commission members shall be entitled to no compensation for their services
but shall be entitled to reimbursement for their actual and necessary expenses incurred in the
performance of their official duties.

Meetings. The commission shall hold regularly scheduled meetings, as deemed necessary,
and shall keep minutes and records of all meetings and proceedings, including voting
records, attendance, resolutions, findings, determinations and decisions. The minutes shall
be filed with the city auditor's office. The commission shall submit a full and complete report
of all transactions of each meeting. All such materials shall be maintained as public records
in accordance with North Dakota Century Code, Section 44-04-18.

Quorum. A quorum of the commission shall consist of four voting members.

Conduct. The powers of the commission shall be exercised by a majority of its voting
members. In the exercise of the powers granted under this article, the commission shall be
subject to the supervision or oversight of the city council and shall comply with this article
and any ordinance amending or supplementing this article or any resolution of the city
council.

SECTION II. EFFECTIVE DATE

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect after passage and approval as provided by law.

BACKGROUND:

The membership of the Grand Forks Events Center Commission, a/k/a Alerus Commission, has
changed to include voting and nonvoting members. As a result, a question is presented as to how
many members and what members constitute a quorum. The Alerus Commission has recently
adopted an amendment to their Bylaws to provide that a quorum is based upon the presence of
four voting members. That amendment to the Bylaws was passed unanimously. To reflect the
establishment of a quorum I am recommending that the provision of the Grand Forks City Code
(Section 24-0203) relating to membership and general provisions be amended to similarly establish
a quorum of the Commission shall consist of four voting members.
