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Fire Prevention
· Detectors in sleeping rooms, hallways and operational. (10 years)
· Established a fire escape plan with meeting place.

· Exits are clear.

· No extension cords or overloaded circuits.

· Flammables clear from heating appliances. 
· All unused fuse panel slots are covered.

· Candles are in safe locations for burning.

· A safe container is being used for discarded smoking materials.

· GFI outlets being used in kitchen and bathrooms.

· Nothing flammable is left on the stove top.

· Anything that heats, cooks, or cools is plugged directly into an outlet.

· At least 1 serviceable fire extinguisher in the home.

Slip and Trips Prevention

· Floors are clear of clutter.
· Rugs that may cause trip hazard removed.
· Handrails put in place where needed.  (bathroom, stairs)
· Sidewalks clear of snow/ice. 
· Monitoring service for at risk populations.
· Cords are not being run across the floor in walkways.
· Non slip surfaces in showers and bathrooms
Carbon Monoxide

· At least one carbon monoxide detector in home near sleeping area.
· Vents from gas appliances clear from obstructions.

· Do not run vehicles inside of garage.

General

· House numbers are visible from street.
· Dead brush is cleaned up from around the outside of the house.
· Pools and hot tubs are not accessible to people passing by.
· Lockbox for entry into at risk populations residences
